3. Batting and backing (you may want to wait until after class to purchase so | can give
you hints on what to buy).

4, Linens! The small embroidered tablecloths are perfect for whole-cloth quilts. Don’t
worry if you have a lace or embroidered edge — | will teach you how to bind these.
Dresser scarves, small tea towels, even pillow cases work well too. If you have little
linen coasters and large lace pieces these work well for rod pockets and signature
linens for the back of your quilt. The sky is the limit, be creative with your choices! |
will also bring an Orphan Basket with linens for adoption!
